SUOI TRE REMEMBERED

(Editor’s Note: This letter was sent to me as
research for my upcoming book, a novel
based on the real events of the Battle of
Suoi Tre. It comes from a soldier from our
sister battalion, 3/22 Infantry, and vividly
describes the battle and our battalion’s
arrival just in time to avert the base being
overrun.)

March 21, 1967

| was a rifleman recently transferred to 2"
Platoon, Company B, 3™ Battalion, 22"
Infantry, 3" Brigade, 4" Infantry Division,
based at Dau Tieng; from 2" Platoon,
Company B, 4t Battalion, 31t Infantry,
196 Light Infantry Brigade, 25t Infantry
Division, based at Tay Ninh when the battle
occurred.

The 1st Platoon ambush patrol was
supposed to come in and we were
preparing to go out on patrol as soon as
they entered the perimeter. We heard
small arms fire that quickly increased. We
attempted to return to our positions on the
perimeter, but they were already overrun!
Bob Fell and | managed to gain the cover of
a shallow ravine that bisected our
perimeter just to the left of an M-60
machine gun position. We were defending
our position in that ravine. Bob Fell got
wounded with what looked like a small
steel dart which stuck in the lower rear of
his head. | removed the dart from his head
and tied on a field dressing as best | could.
We had been using grenades and rifle fire
to keep the VC from passing up the ravine
into our perimeter. We ran out of
grenades, and they were still trying to come
up the ravine, so we hollered to the M-60
gun crew and began low-crawling to their

position. We continued firing from there as
artillery and air strikes hit just beyond our
perimeter. The concussions, smells, and
noise were unbelievable!

At one point, as | ducked down to reload,
Bob Love from the M-60 crew went up and
started firing. A mortar round went off
under his arm. | got a shrapnel wound on
my left index finger which | didn’t know
about until | was trying to help Love. He
dropped down and | tried to recover his
weapon. Only a part of the action and stock
remained. Blood was pumping out of his
left arm, so | tied on a tourniquet and
prayed for help while continuing to fire.

We were running low on ammo when we
saw the APC’s and tanks entering our
perimeter. | was so thankful | cried. One
APC maneuvered in front of our position,
and they open a small door on the back and
pulled us in. They got us to the center of
the perimeter where a chopper
medevacked us to Cu Chi. | was really
surprised they were able to save Bob Love’s
arm. As | recall, he lost two fingers.

God willing, I'll never go through that kind
of thing again as long as | live! It still gets to
me, usually at night or when | smell
gunpowder or blood, though | try and try to
put it behind me and just be thankful.

(More editor’s notes: The 105mm howitzers
at the fire support base used beehive rounds
for the very first time ever in combat during
that battle, which may account for the
metal dart Andrew found. The APCs that
came to the rescue were from Charlie
Company, Alpha Company, and Recon
Platoon, Triple Deuce, along with tanks
from Second of the Thirty-Fourth Armor.

The howitzers belonged to Second of the
Seventy-Seventh Artillery. It was truly an



epic battle, with over 800 Viet Cong killed.
Thirty-one Americans were killed, and 187
wounded.)

My name is Kaleb Dissinger, and I’'m curator
of uniforms, textiles, and personal equipage
at the US Army Heritage & Education
Center, in Carlisle, PA. I'm writing to you
because we’re in the middle of updating all
of our artifact catalog records. The
collection I’'m currently working on contains
a number of canvas berths from the USNS
General Nelson M. Walker, which were
removed and preserved by Art Beltrone’s
“Vietnam Graffiti” project 20 years or so
ago. To the point however, the berth I'm
currently working on has three names I'm
trying to get information on for the
following individuals:

SP/4 Roy Taylor
SP/4 Tom Ebert
PFC William Terebayza.

Under Taylor’s name on the berth is his
unit: Headquarters & Headquarters Co., 2"
Battalion (MECH), 22" Infantry, with some
additional information. Terebayza’s unit is
not listed. The ink and handwriting appear
to be the same. The dates for sailing, or at
least written down is 22 September 1966.
Ebert’s listing is in different ink, he too left
from Fort Lewis is September '66, so I'm
guessing he may also have been in the same
outfit.

Ultimately, I'm wondering if you, or any of
your members can confirm that Terabayza
was in HHC, 2" BN, and also if anyone has
additional information on Taylor. A quick
hunt through ancestry didn’t turn up
anything with a positive match. So he may
still be alive, or perhaps additional
information may help confirm his identity. |
know Terebayza passed on in 2014. | have



not yet done any digging for Ebert, but if
you’re able to provide any information, I'd
be most appreciative.

It was Gary that started this "get-together"
effort with reuniting "brothers", and it
worked, for all the veterans, family and
friends!

What great tribute to Gary!

These are the REAL Friends...the "old, new"
friends that we still are enjoying every time
we get together! Friends who all have the
same feelings for Veterans and their wives.
We have all had hopefully many new
friends, but, "Brothers are Forever", and
they always be. And we all have had the
wonderful feelings for all: "Brothers and
Wives" as well.

Our hearts and prayers go out to

Gary's family, Scarlett and daughters that
have had a terrible loss. But to know that
Gary had done so much for so many must
help them know how everyone feels their
loss as well.

Gary will always be remembered in love,
and sometimes laughter, sometimes just
being himself, and sometimes being a
butthead when he wanted to be. But God
Bless, we all love Gary, and he will be
remembered always by all of us who knew
and loved him, and who accepted him as he
was.
