7 July 1968 We've been in a mild
state of confusion these last two days. It
sccms that our mission here at Tay Ninh
15 10 ceasc, then itisn’t, well, hang loosc
and we'll see what develops. That’s what
they 've been telling us. We were supposed
to leave on the sixth and go to Tan Son
Nhut, but, we arc still here. Nothing, has
changed cxcept that they now say we't go
back to Tay Ninh tonight to resume our
old mission. Wc’ll see, 1T won’t believe
anvthing till it happens.

8 July 1968 Today we did more
walking throngh the rice paddics. Same
old thing n the same old place. 1t sgems
like morc of a harassment then anvthing
clsc.

14 July 1968 I'm still the track
driver and | 1maginc I will be till
somcthing happens. We are stifl located
at Tay Ninh, but this will change the
sixteenth. On that day we are scheduled to
be i Tan Son Nhut, We'll be there for
who knows how long and what we will be
doing 1 hesitale to say., as it can be
changed at & moments notice.

16 July 1968 Well, right now I'm
sitting on my track which is st off” the
runway of Tan Son Nhut awrbase My
heart does ache because what seenys like
cvery minute or soa PoA. M. or other jet

Seeping diesel el all over
the plaice We discovered the fact when we
woke up one morang and Don (fellow
soldier on my track) woke up soaked in
fucl - Well F had to unlopd and strip
evervthing oft the track so 1 could drive
the thing to Cu Cha for repair. ‘Thas all
took place on the sccond. 1 had to drive
the track into Tan Son Nhut that day so |
had to stay overmght til the next mormng,
Naturallv T took advantage and went in to
the muain portion of the airbase. Man! 1t
was like back i the world! People in
civilian clothing. American cars on the
streets and things tike that. 1found a snack
hat and 1t kind of surprised me because it
wils like a large cateterta back home. 1
ook advantage of this by ordering two
cheeseburgers. double order of frics and
malt Whew! 1 was full after that. 'The next
thing 1 did was go see a movie. 1t was
cattedd “Planet of the Apes.™ The whole
story s kind of comical and has an iromge
twist at the end. which 1 kind ol enjoved.
After the movie 1 went back to where my
track was and slept il the next mornimg,
I left the next morming for Cu Chi
Armiving there T dropped the track oft
where T was supposed to. and walked to
the PX where T bought some motorcvele

bunk and commenced to read. sleep and
take 1t casy titl the next morning. All in

Just a
rumor. we were supposcd to become air
mobilc 1n May. Stronger rumors that we
will be here till February and 1 just found
out I'm going to Cu Chi for 13 days of
leadership school starting tomorrow! Now
this will be tust ike an R&R. Actually it's
a thirteen-day course on the jobs that a
squad leader would be presented with.
Land navigation, knowledge of weaponry
(I have this, believe me) catling fire
missions and just  general  combat
mformation. I'm glad to get this as 1t was
beginmng lo get tiresome pulling, Recon in
the day. building bunkers 1n the evening
and pullmg ambush at mght. Whew!

24 August 1968 Evervthing here
at the school 1s mice. The classes are easy.
as 1 already know evervthing, that they are
teaching, from my own cxperience. The
food 1s excellent. We get cold nulk with
most cvery meal and we get three hot
meals a day instead of the two or one as
when we are in the field. Bul. I"'m afrimd
all this tranquulity 1sn’t going to last. More
than Tikely vou've heard about all the
action we are having now. I would venture
safelyv to sav we are getting another Tet
butldup. Dau Tieng, Tay Ninh and most
cvery other division out in the field is
making some kind of contact. Dau Teng
and Tav Ninh i1s where the heaviest
fighting is. You know 1f it wasn’t for us
coming down here. we'd be up there and
more than likely getting S---kicked out of
us. Tt's really bad there. Those two areas |
always thought were pretty peaceinl but 1
gness 1t's not now. ‘They estimate abont
three regiments of NVA or a Division of
NVA to bc around Dau Tieng. You know
we left Dau Tieng to come here, well now
they have the 3™ Mcch.. Wollhounds, ¥
Cayv. 1017 Airborne. 3/22 infantry and 500
airborne ARVN rangers. and you know
what? Everyone 1s getting the S— knocked
out of them. Of course they ve kicked some
oo, as a matter of fact, thev have an
estimated 600 NVA dead and vet, the
action 1s still hot and funous. One person,
who just came back from there. told me
that they hit a pretty large foree. suffered
quite a few casualties. n fact they had

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about fourteen wounded. They tried 10
rescuc the wounded but they had oo many
wounded and killed so they had to puil
back. The NVA shot our wounded. It
sounded pretty terrible to me and 1t s, but
[ was just thinking, that we have done the
same.

29 August 1968 1 finished
leadership school and placed sixth in the
class. Not what I wanted but I guess it was
ok out of thintv. I didn’t get a new track,
Just the same one only fixed again! Sigh.
1 guess 'l just have to grin and bear 11,
Everything is still peaceful here around
Saigon and as far as fighting, there is
nonce at the moment. There was one cvent
that I took notice of that kind of worricd
me. Remember when 1 used 1o write to
vou from around Tay Ninh? Well, as vou
probably know_ they have been fighting
pretty heavily there. They also found a
Russian tank! Ahem! That wouldn't be
the thing to run up against in my fittic
APC would it?

Twenty-five  vears ago  the
VietNam  War  finally  rcached  the

couclusion that had become inevitable
yvears  carlicr. The  VietNamese
comnnunists  wmvaded  aund  quickly
overwhelmed the Republic of VietNan,
blatantly violating the "Peace with Honor”
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agreement they had signed i Pans. just as
thev had violated the truce during Yot of
1908 Therr victory came as no surprise.
for the will of this country to stop them
was tong sinee gone, and with i nalional
<hme of the shoulders it was all over
The sacnlice of more than fifty thousand
ot Ameriea's finest voung mien seemed to
hive been for nanght

I was statoned at Fort Bragg,
Morth Carolina. just back from a three vear
tour m Germany atter a couple ol tours to
VietNam The Soviet Union was the
threar then: and our martial encrgics were
dircatedtoward defending Western Furope
therm at the  same
implementing the pernussiveness mended
o make an all-volhimtary  mnlitary
appealing to America's new generation off
vouth - 2 generation that had spent s
adolescence watching many of the baby
boomers who preceded them cast aside
their parcots’ values for ones that wonld
provide instant gratfication

"VietNam" all but a
prohihited word in the army. as if there
was nothing to be learned, militarily, from
a political defeast - and the defeat *was*
political. for we had not lost on the
battleficld, thanks to the courage and
sacrifice of so many gallant soldiers. It s
a sad fact that gallintry goes largely
untrecoenized m defeat. for as JI'K once
declared. " Victory has i thousand fathers,
bt defeat 15 a bastard.”™ How many of

aranst trme

todav's students. 1 wonder, are tanght that
the 7th Cavalry. 1n their desperate fight in
the Ta Drang Vallev in 1966 — Americi's
firct  big  battle agmest  the  North
VietNamese----lost more men, and killed
more of the enemy, than any regiment on
crther side in the battle of Gettvsburg?

Many  students learn of  the
despieable abermation of the My Lai
nmurders, but 18 it balanced by also

teaching them of the thousands of civilians
execnted by the commnunists during, their
occupation of Hue in 1968 or of the Viet

And for cvery once ol those
mentioncd above, there are hundreds of
thousands of other VietNam veterans who
went back to productive civilian lives.
Only a tew of them are well known: Roger
Stanback, John McCain, Al Gore, Pat
Sajak. Chuck Robb, Rocky Bleter, and both
U S Scoators Kerry, for example.

But we all know some of them,
Among myv own VietNam vet friends arc
successlul writers, a stockbroker, a college
president, and businessmen who employ
hundreds of other men and women. There
are physicians, welders, photographers,
nurses. atrtine prlots, cotlege professors. a
ferry operator.

know who arc
I've encountered a few on the
streets who purported to be. but i every
mstance that T was able to stop and
question them. their stories just didn't
flush. As Burkett and Whitley. authors of
the excetlentand important work STOLEN
VALOR documented so thoroughlv in therr
book. muny if not most of the scrufly
panhandlers m camouflaged fatigues not
only never served in combat, but are not
even military veterans. So don't be fvoled
by phony and cnmmal wannabe "vets". nor
by the twisted nnage that often the
entertainment  industry and even some
cducators  give of Amenica's VietNamn
veterans. Just think for a moment of the
men and women you know or know of who
actually *are* veterans of the VietNam
War. They may be neighbors or uncles or
co-workers. or the father of a friend. or
cven vour employer.

Ask vourscif where this nation or
this world would be if only those who
realty wanted to go ofl to war for Americ:
did so. And remember that those who
scrved in VietNam, whether you agreed
with the war or not. went because they
were born by chance in the Forties, and
because their nation said she needed them
10 2o - just as their fathers had done before
coming, home, viClorious. (0 conceive
them. You will sce that thev are the same
caliber of man and woman as those who
served at Normandy and Gettysburg, at the
IFroecn Chosin and Bunker ThIEL  at
Cantigny and bwo Jima. And if the mood
strikes vou, give the ones you know a call

Things were finally going right
for my dad s disability was just

increased to 100% and he'd waded through
all the paperwork from social secunty. lie
didn't have to worry about going, back to
the job in the pnson. He was finally able to
pursuc some of his dreams and boy did
have a villion of them. who knows how
long mom and Lare going to run across all
the little projects he had started.

[ am so thankful that we took that
trip to D.C. Was 1t really just two weeks
ago? Hard to believe now... Oh God, T am
so thankful for that memory. I stood beside
him at the wall as he touched the names
and mourned the loss.. he struggled for so
long with the ghosts from VictNam and 1
knew as I watched him that day, that many
ol the things that had haunted him were
finally m what he'd have called "okay
spacc™.

My dad was the pillar of our
family Fe held things together in a crisis.
Guess that poes back to basic traiming, ke
never fell apart when things were hot. You
could always count on him (o asscss the
sitnation and make deliberate decisions.
Oh how [ wish he were here to oversee this
onc..mom and 1 area't domg so hof
without him....

Dounald Earl Brady was born October 18.
1946 n Estherville. lowa. He proudly
scrved his country in the fight for frecdom
in VictNam in 1967, He died voung, at the
age ot 33, He is, was and abwavs will be
my hero.

Here is a
funny story about the day (then) 2L Dick
Nash. Third Platoon Leader, A 2/22 took a
buatt chewing to help keep morale up. Tt
started this way.  As a favorite son of the
great state of ‘Texas, | had brought a huge
Texas flag wath me to the big Nam in
February, 1969, Dick was my platoon
leader and one that was alwavs thinking of
the welfare of s troops. 1 was a "shake 'n
bake F-5" fresh from NCOIC at Benning
when Iick became my mentor. He made
sure I was put with good people to break
e i right while stitl not diminishing ny
role as a squad Ieader for the platoon.

My PC  was  named  the
PHANTOM 3/4 for third platoon. fourth
squad  (Oops. 1 digress. ) Anvway, a
couple ol months into my tour we had been
out posting outside Dau Tieng for a couple
of days when we got a call 1o go back
through base camp and out the gate
towards the Michelin Rubber Plantation.
There were supposedls some Wolfhounds
from 2/27™ that needed a resupply and for
some reason they didn't want to do it by
air? Qur platoon scurned ont the gate and
moved three or four clicks on the road then
took a right off into the rubber.

As we got more out into the open
I turned to see two other flags had been
run up antennas...one from GEORGIA
and another of some tvpe ARABIC origin
It was a blast and moralc was smokin'!
All of the sudden we sec a command Huey
come over the tree line and sct down in a
blocking position to our front. Dick pulled
his track up in front, told us to form a
penmeter and he would sec what was up?
We didn't think it was anything more than
a change in mission. 1 could sce a ficld
grade tvpe, in a4 very  animated
conversation with our LT, and 1t was a
onc way conversation! Dick came back.
told us to pull the flags down and police
up our emotions. To this day Fam stil] not
surc what the conversation was between
Dick Nash and the field grade. . EXCEPT
IF YOU THINK ABOUT IT MAYBI
THE GREAT STATE OF TEXAS FLAG
WAS TOO CLOSE OF A MATCH FOR
A V.C. FLAGFORTHE FIELD GRADE
THAT DAY? 1 don't know but 1 have
always wanted to thank Dick, 1f he did in
{act take a butt chewing for inc lving my
flag.

This  escort
misstonn was o hittle unusual, in that 1t
imvolved the remains of two guys who had
enlisted together, trained together, went to
1" Cav togethier and were killed i the
same fircfight.

When the tamily first approached
the coflin, lus mother broke down crving,
I°s not hum!
