! .
' there has been, under the persistent

nurturing of John I<berwine, a growing
movement of genuine fellowship
among the men of Charlic Company,
who by fate, shared the experience of
the Vict Nam War. We have found that
despite vears of separation and lite long
adventures in many fields of endeavor,
that the time we shared together in the
best company 1n country provides a
lasting bond of {riendship.

For most of us, this ime was a
significant part of our individual
development and ranks high in our hst
of life's significant events. events that

. we are not able to effectively discuss

with people who have not served 1n
combat. For example, when Jerrv
Rudisill armived at the Baton Rouge
reunion, he said that he came because

 he wanted to know that 1f what he .

remembered about Viet Nam really
happened or was 1t just a dream. Jerry
said that for all these years he has had
no one to talk with who could
understand; when he has tried to talk to
others about his experiences, cves
glazed over and interest was lost.

When, Jerry asked me 1f | remembered
the track that [ was standing behind
when it was blown up by a command
detonated mine, I knew we had a lot to
talk aboul. Jerry was the driver whom [
had many times tried to recall. While

 we were discussing the incident, Jim

Nelson chimed 1n and announced that
he had lost all his camera equipment

and f1lm mn that track, and that a road

wheel was blown by him,

Jim, John Lashbrook, Jerry Rudisill, the
Indian 50 gunner and | all walked away
from that track thankful to be alive and
with different views that made for a
most mteresting discussion. Therc are
thousands of experiences, dates and
men that we can recall and discuss:
Thanksgiving (11/23/67), I'SB Burn
(1/1-2/68). March 13 '68, Good I'riday
(4/12/68) ambush patrols. road
security, dates for those men before and
after, ete. 'Yherefore. let us advance the
Charlic Company movement of
fellowship bv assembling as many of
our men as we can in Gettvsburg for the
22nd Infantry reunion.

What is 22nd IRS?

A recap of what the 22nd IRS is all
about, After WW 1] the orgamization
was formed of anvone who served with
any nrirt of the 22nd Infantry Regiment.
'hese men met approximately every 18
months or so, from the time of forming
unttl now: A few vears ago, they
reatzed that with the WW I Veterans
dwmdling 1in number and getting
shightlv older, that younger blood was
needed to keep the organization viable.

IRob Babcock was one of the first, if
not the first, to join from the Vietnam
I'ra. Then m 1995, he was elected
President. He has done a remarkable
1ob of blending the WW I Vets with
the Vietnam Vets, | am guessing at the
numbers, but 1t seems that in little more
than 2 vears, we have about 125
Vietnam Veterans who are dues paying
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members, out of about 500 men on the
roster. We all should belong to the
22nd IRS hecause as members of the
larger Un1t, we can stay in touch with
what all of the vanous Sub-Units are
doing, such as C3/22, B3/22, A2/22etc.

1

have alwavs considered him a casualty

of the Battle of Ap Cho, sinee his death

15 Just a few days after that, and we

were cleaning up. (Hot pursuit, 1

_ believe vou techmeians called 1t.)

Jav Cee was the 10th man killed in
Charlie Company in a 30 day period.
['or some reason, he has always been
heavy in myv subconscious. Perhaps
because he had told his folks he was a
Chaplain's Assistant and 1 had to
address that common fib among
infantrymen | le was really an RTO and
nfleman. Denms Adkins pulled him out
from 1n front of the bunker that wavlaid
him Sergeant B3ebee took those Ak
rounds m the chest that day, trying to
get Jay Cee out, as did our good friend
Dennis Krause

At all reumons I asked around to find
anvone who knew Jay Cee, bunked
with him or mavbe shared a 13-1 umt.
Never had anv luck--until this reunion
m Washington, DC. Dennis Krause,
who was also hit that day, made his first
| reunton with us m July, "97. Afler he
got home to Michigan, he called the

Dwver family. on my behalf Great
courage, Denmis. Whew!

He sent me an e-mail message saying
that he had talked with Gracie Dver.
Jav Cee's mother, then he left it up to
me. | spent a couple of davs composing
(you guys know me). Today I got the
most wondertul and beautiful letter
from Jay Cec's Mom. She is a beautiful
lady.

She sent two perfect pictures of Jay Cee
for our memorial book. Once 15 1n his
basic traiming uniform... vou all
remember those. The other 1s a good
photo of him in Dau Tieng in Jungle
fatigues. T must say, I was flooded with
memories looking at hum. 1 knew him
better than 1 thought.

1 wrote to this farmly several imes after
his death. 11s father was heartbroken
and angry. Colonel I'lint helped me to
compose the tinal letter and from him |
learned the value of a few well chosen
words. His father's final letter to me
was very nice, an acquittal for us. He
did not blame us.

May [ share a few excerpts from her
two letters to me?

Mr. Bovle. Dear Sir,

I received your letter and 1 was sure
glad to hear from you. I went through
Jay Cec's things and found a letter vou
answered from my husband, Buford
Dyer [ am so thankful you took the
time to answer him. He almost went
crazy. Thank you so much.

....... I have waited 29 vears to hear
something about Jav Cee. You see |
didn't sec your second letters. Thev
thought 1t best not to show them to
me. Your letter has put closure to Jav
Cee's death.

Please excuse my mistakes, | can hardlv
see through the tears.
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She goes on to sav she wants to become
a member of C/3/22 and sent twenty
dollars for her dues. She asked that 1
write somcthing for the newsletter.
{Savs | have a way with words) She
sent scveral newspaper clippings and
one from the stars and stripes about the
action. Jay Cee has an older brother and
younger sister. They are eager to learn
more. Jasy Cee's father died of a heart
attack in 1992. He was a Navy Veteran
of WWIL

For Gracie, the loss of her son 1s as
fresh in her mund today as when it
happened. Dennis Krause's
re-connccting me to her and the family
1s clearly the work of a magnificent
Denty, close by. Dennis was chosen to
do the work and he accepted the
challenge. Thanks, buddy.

There 1s more to this story, but [ shall
not spoil it on the electronie medium.
You can be sure you'll be reading a bit
more in the next Charhie 3/22
newsletter.

1 just wanted to share with you, my
fnends, my jubilation at this turn of
events. [ know vou will understand.
This 1s a umversal story, and all of you
have had similar experiences. Let's
remember them all kindly... especially
thetr aging and aching parents.
